“Sodidinguidics The Essantial Readings’, edited by Chridina Bratt Paulson and G
Richard Tucker, isan introduction to many different agpects of sociolinguistics for sudents
and others interested in the fidd. It is a collection of 29 semind papers organized into 11
parts, which indicate the directions the fidld has taken. Each part is headed by adassic paper
in the specific aubfidd. These are then followed typicdly by more recent atides, some
written espedidly for this reader, by ressarchers and educators who have aso helped to
define the fidd of socidlinguidtics in the past 50 years. For each part, the editors introduce
the atides and pose quedtions for discusson. The volume helps to define the fidd of
sociolinguidtics, contextudizes the higtory of the subject metter, helps sudents understand
the progresson of intdlectud development in the fidd, and provides the foundation for
future research. The current review introduces the main contents of each part, commentson
the editoria techniques, and provides a critique of its contents and form. Generally spesking,
this volume is an excdlent introductory reader for sudents, teechers, and researchers of
sodolinguidtics
